Daily Activity: Each day in class there will be some sort of activity be it a quiz or a discussion.  To get points for the day, you must be prepared, having read the book, be present, and participate.

Exams: There will be three exams and a comprehensive final.  The final will be weighted twice that of a regular exam.  Sample questions will be discussed before the exams.

Final Project: There will be a final project discussed later in the semester that each student will complete. 


POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

Late Work:  Absolutely no late work will be accepted.  Out of fairness to your fellow students those who turn assignments in late will not be entitled to a decreased grade but, instead, will receive a zero for the assignment, exam, or quiz.  Should you wish to appeal for an exception to this policy, you may do so in writing being sure to identify the extraordinary circumstances justifying the late work, when said assignment will be completed, and all supporting documentation of the exigency.  Those who request a waiver before a deadline will be significantly more likely to have such request granted.

Absences and Tardiness:  In leu of calling role in the traditional method attendance will be calculated by daily for credit quizzes.  These will not be difficult and will be administered at a random time throughout the span of the course.  If you are not present for this you will receive a zero for that assignment and recorded as absent even if, later on, you arrive in class.
a. Under university policy students are permitted to miss six classes.  As such, your six lowest quiz scores will be dropped.  University policy further requires that students exceeding the maximum number of missed classes will be failed or administratively dropped from the section.
